active: adj. taking action; full of movement. (Example: To be healthy, it is important to stay active.)
bargain: n. an agreement between two people or groups; something sold cheaply; a good deal. (Example: The baseball cards were a bargain at $1 a pack.)

v. To ask for a lower price; to agree to sell something for less. (Example: Not many store owners like to bargain with customers.)
gasp: v. to breathe in quickly or have trouble breathing because of fear or shock; to catch one’s breath. (Example: I’m sure you’re going to gasp when you see the scary part of the movie.)

n. the act of gasping or panting. (Example: We head the sound of a gasp as the runner crossed the finish line.)
loyal: adj. faithful to one’s country, a person, or an idea. (Example: The loyal soldier was proud to serve his country.)
resource: n. a source of useful supplies, materials, or information. (Example: An encyclopedia is a valuable resource.)

v. to try hard; to make a great effort; to fight. (Example: The team had to struggle to win the ball game.)
value: n. something important; the worth of something; an amount. (Example: I did not know the value of the painting.)

v. to estimate the worth of; to think highly of. (Example: I value your opinion because you are so wise.)

vary: v. To do in a new way; to make different; to change. (Example: To make lunch interesting, vary your choice of vegetables.)
wander: v. to move around without a plan or goal; to get lost. (Example: Did you see the deer wander into our backyard?)
